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READING FROM THE NEW TESTAMENT

A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Romans. Romans 5:5-11
We have been justified by his blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of God.’

Brothers and sisters: Hope does not put us to shame, because God’s love has been poured into our hearts
through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us.

For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly.

For one will scarcely die for a righteous person — though perhaps for a good person one would dare even to
die — but God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.

Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the
wrath of God.

For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, now that we
are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life.

More than that, we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received
reconciliation.

The word of the Lord.

A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Romans. Romans 5:17-21

Where sin increased, grace abounded all the more.

Brothers and sisters: If, because of one man’s trespass, death reigned through that one man; much more will
those who receive the abundance of grace and the free gift of righteousness reign in life through the one man
Jesus Christ.

Therefore, as one trespass led to condemnation for all men, so one act of righteousness leads to justification
and life for all men,

For as by the one man’s disobedience the many were made sinners, so by the one man’s obedience the many
will be made righteous.

Now the law came in to increase the trespass, but where sin increased, grace abounded all the more, so that,
as sin reigned in death, grace also might reign through righteousness leading to eternal life through Jesus
Christ our Lord.

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A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Romans. Longer form Romans 6:3-9

We might walk in newness of life.

Brothers and sisters: Do you not know that all of us who have been baptised into Christ Jesus were baptised
into his death?

We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from the
dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life.

For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we shall certainly be united with him in a
resurrection like his.

We know that our old self was crucified with him in order that the body of sin might be brought to nothing,
so that we would no longer be enslaved to sin.

For one who has died has been set free from sin.
Now if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him.

We know that Christ, being raised from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over
him.

The word of the Lord.

A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Romans. Shorter form Romans 6:3-4, 8-9

We might walk in newness of life.

Brothers and sisters: Do you not know that all of us who have been baptised into Christ Jesus were baptised
into his death?

We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from the
dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life.

Now if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. We know that Christ, being
raised from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him.

The word of the Lord.
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A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Romans. Romans 8:14-23

We wait eagerly for the redemption of our bodies.

Brothers and sisters: All who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God.

For you did not receive the spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received the Spirit of
adoption as sons, by whom we cry, ‘Abba! Father!’

The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs —
heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided we suffer with him in order that we may also be glorified
with him.

For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing with the glory that is to be
revealed to us.

For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing of the sons of God.

For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of him who subjected it, in hope that the
creation itself will be set free from its bondage to corruption, and obtain the freedom of the glory of the
children of God.

For we know that the whole creation has been groaning together in the pains of childbirth until now.

And not only the creation, but we ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait
eagerly for adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies.

The word of the Lord.
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A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Romans. Romans 8:31b.35, 37-39

What can separate us from the love of Christ?

Brothers and sisters: If God is for us, who can be against us?

He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will he not also with him graciously give
us all things?

Who shall bring any charge against God’s elect?
It is God who justifies.
Who is to condemn?

Christ Jesus is the one who died — more than that, who was raised — who is at the right hand of God, who
indeed is interceding for us.

Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?
Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or danger, or sword?
No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us.

For I am sure that neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor things to come, nor
powers, nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of
God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

The word of the Lord.

A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Romans Romans 14:7-9, 10c-12

Whether we live or whether we die, we are the Lord s.

Brothers and sisters: None of us lives to himself, and none of us dies to himself.

For if we live, we live to the Lord, and if we die, we die to the Lord.

So then, whether we live or whether we die, we are the Lord’s.

For to this end Christ died and lived again, that he might be Lord both of the dead and of the living.

For we will all stand before the judgement seat of God; for it is written, ‘As I live, says the Lord, every knee
shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess to God.’

So then, each of us will give an account of himself to God,

The word of the Lord.
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A reading from the First Letter of Saint Paul to the Corinthians. 1 Corinthians 15:20-24a, 25-28

In Christ shall all be made alive Longer form

Brothers and sisters: Now Christ has been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen
asleep.

For as by a man came death, by a man has come also the resurrection of the dead.

For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be made alive.

But each in his own order: Christ the firstfruits, then at his coming those who belong to Christ.
Then comes the end, when he delivers the kingdom to God the Father.

For he must reign until he has put all his enemies under his feet.

The last enemy to be destroyed is death.

For ‘God has put all things in subjection under his feet.’

But when it says, ‘all things are put in subjection’, it is plain that he is excepted who put all things in
subjection under him.

When all things are subjected to him, then the Son himself will also be subjected to him who put all things in
subjection under him, that God may be all in all.

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A reading from the First Letter of Saint Paul to the Corinthians. 1 Corinthians 15:51-57

Death is swallowed up in victory.

Brothers and sisters: Behold! I tell you a mystery.

We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last
trumpet.

For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, and we shall be changed,
For this perishable body must put on the imperishable, and this mortal body must put on immortality.

When the perishable puts on the imperishable, and the mortal puts on immortality, then shall come to pass
the saying that is written:

‘Death is swallowed up in victory.’

‘O death, where is your victory? O death, where is your sting?’

The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law.

But thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

A reading from the Second Letter of Saint Paul to the Corinthians. 2 Corinthians 4:14-5:1

The things that are seen are transient, but the things that are unseen are eternal.

Brothers and sisters: We know that he who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus and bring us
with you into his presence.

For it is all for your sake, so that as grace extends to more and more people it may increase thanksgiving, to
the glory of God.

So we do not lose heart.
Though our outer self is wasting away, our inner self is being renewed day by day.

For this light momentary affliction is preparing for us an eternal weight of glory beyond all comparison, as
we look not to the things that are seen but to the things that are unseen.

For the things that are seen are transient, but the things that are unseen are eternal.

For we know that if the tent that is our earthly home is destroyed, we have a building from God, a house not
made with hands, eternal in the heavens.

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A reading from the Second Letter of Saint Paul to the Corinthians. 2 Corinthians 5:1, 6-10

We have a house, eternal in the heavens.

Brothers and sisters: We know that if the tent that is our earthly home is destroyed, we have a building from
God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.

We are always of good courage.

We know that while we are at home in the body we are away from the Lord, for we walk by faith, not by
sight.

Yes, we are of good courage, and we would rather be away from the body, and at home with the Lord.
So whether we are at home or away, we make it our aim to please him.

For we must all appear before the judgement seat of Christ, so that each one may receive what is due for
what he has done in the body, whether good or evil.

And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and will take you to myself, that where [ am you
may be also.

And you know the way to where I am going.’
Thomas said to him,

‘Lord, we do not know where you are going.
How can we know the way?’

Jesus said to him,

‘I am the way, and the truth, and the life.

No one comes to the Father except through me.’

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A reading from the holy Gospel according to John. John 17:24-26

1 desire that they also may be with me where I am.

At that time: Jesus lifted up his eyes to heaven, and praying said, ‘Father, I desire that they also, whom you
have given me, may be with me where I am, to see my glory that you have given me because you loved me
before the foundation of the world.

O righteous Father, even though the world does not know you, I know you, and these know that you have
sent me.

I made known to them your name, and I will continue to make it known, that the love with which you have
loved me may be in them, and I in them.’

A reading from the holy Gospel according to John. John 19:17-18b, 25-39

He bowed his head and gave up his spirit.

At that time: Jesus went out, bearing his own cross, to the place called The Place of a Skull, which in
Aramaic is called Golgotha.

There they crucified him, and with him two others, one on either side, and Jesus between them.

Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary
Magdalene.

When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he loved standing nearby, he said to his mother,
‘Woman, behold, your son!’

Then he said to the disciple,

‘Behold, your mother!’

And from that hour the disciple took her to his own home.

After this, Jesus, knowing that all was now finished, said (to fulfil the Scripture), ‘I thirst.’

A jar full of sour wine stood there, so they put a sponge full of the sour wine on a hyssop branch and held it
to his mouth.

When Jesus had received the sour wine, he said, ‘It is finished’, and he bowed his head and gave up his
spirit.
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Since it was the day of Preparation, and so that the bodies would not remain on the cross on the Sabbath (for
that Sabbath was a high day), the Jews asked Pilate that their legs might be broken and that they might be
taken away.

So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first, and of the other who had been crucified with him.
But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not break his legs.
But one of the soldiers pierced his side with a spear, and at once there came out blood and water.

He who saw it has borne witness — his testimony is true, and he knows that he is telling the truth — that you
also may believe.

For these things took place that the Scripture might be fulfilled: ‘Not one of his bones will be broken.’
And again another Scripture says, ‘They will look on him whom they have pierced.’

After these things Joseph of Arimathea, who was a disciple of Jesus, but secretly for fear of the Jews, asked
Pilate that he might takeaway the body of Jesus, and Pilate gave him permission.

So he came and took away his body.

Nicodemus also, who earlier had come to Jesus by night, came bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about
thirty-five kilograms in weight.
